1st statement discussed (from questionnaire question 23): 

The Recommendation should provide that the national social security extension strategy should address the needs of specific groups in urban and rural areas, in particular indigenous people, minorities, migrant workers, persons with disabilities and chronic illness, persons living with or affected by HIV, and orphans and vulnerable children 

	Vulnerable groups to mention one by one
	Did not mention

	They have specific needs that should be addressed 

All the elderly are not all vulnerable
	Stigma and discrimination

Problem of scattered programs without coordination

A group might be forgotten (example : the elderly)


** Recommendation: write “Vulnerable people” without specifying them

2nd statement discussed (from questionnaire question 8):

The Recommendation should provide that basic social security guarantees should be legally recognized as a right that is enforceable through simple and rapid complaint and appeal procedures defined by national laws or regulations ? 

	Legal framework mentioned
	Did not mention

	Yes, There is a need for a legal framework but need to change wording : “complaint” may not be the right word  mention legal empowerment

BUT In traditional society you have basic protection / support (for example, Thailand with Volunteer workers): despite no legal recognition, these traditional mechanisms are basic SS guarantees
	Write “actions” rather than “complaint”

The sentence, as it is, mixes two concepts :

· Right to social protection

· Appeal mechanism

To combine them gives a negative effect on the sentence. It should be mentioned apart.




3rd statement discussed (from questionnaire question 13): 

The Recommendations should provide that Members may choose different options to mobilize the necessary resources to ensure financial and fiscal sustainability of their social protection floor, taking into account the contributory capacities of different population groups?

	Different options to mobilize different options to finance the SPF
	Did not mention/ mentioned differently

	Should mention that consultations should be held when looking at financing mechanisms
	Taking into account the appropriate fair contributory capacities of different population groups
