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1. Update on the UNCT retreat

Yvonne Wilmer and Poorti Sapatnekar informed the members of the group about the outcomes of the last UNCT retreat (3-4 February). The results of 2011 and the work plans for 2012 were presented at the retreat. The UNCT endorsed all the work plans of the UNPDF working groups for 2012.

2. Information sharing

- Experts Meeting on Social Protection Floor (ILO): Tauvik Muhamad briefed the group on the results and recommendations of the Experts Meeting on Social Security and Social Protection Floor, which was held in Jakarta from 12 to 15 December 2011. The meeting was in line with the report published by the ILO and the WHO titled "Social Protection Floor for Fair and Inclusive Globalization", also known as the Bachelet Report as it was formulated under the chairpersonship of Michelle Bachelet, former President of Chile. Martin Hirsch, member of the SPF Advisory Group chaired by Michelle Bachelet, attended the meeting. The meeting presented lessons learnt from various Asian countries (Indonesia, Thailand, China and Cambodia), and involved also representatives from Indonesian employers' and workers' organizations, national and international organizations, UN agencies working on social protection issues, as well as mass media.

- Study on social protection in the informal economy from gender equality perspective (UN Women): UN Women hired two consultants to conduct a study on social protection in the informal economy (including domestic workers) from a gender equality perspective which will be used for evidence-based advocacy towards the strengthening and development of a social protection policy and schemes/programmes that are more gender responsive. Dwi Faiz presented the initial findings identified in the study and informed the members of the group that the study is expected to finish by the end of February.

- Global Pulse (RC Office): Poorti Sapatnekar briefed the members of the group on the UN Global Pulse initiative and Pulse Lab Jakarta. Global Pulse is an initiative created by the UN Secretary-General in 2009 to harness digital data and real-time analytics to gain a better understanding of changes in human well-being. It will allow decision makers to utilize digital data to track the human impacts of crises, and to get real-time feedback on how well policy responses are working. 

Pulse Lab Jakarta is scheduled to become operational in July 2012. The Lab will be anchored within the Ministry for Development Planning (BAPPENAS) and will be embedded in the workplan of the United Nations Partnership Development Framework (UNPDF) covering 2011-2015. At the moment it's still not clear what will be managed by the UN side and what will be the involvement level of the different agencies.

3. Activities matrix

A UN activities matrix on social protection was created in July 2011. The matrix has to be filled out.

4. Identify themes and plan 2012

The work plan of the sub-working group for 2012 has been drafted. It would be good to set a schedule to be sure that the goals can be accomplished according to plan.

5. Tools for information sharing

A UN in Indonesia intranet will be established soon. On this intranet the working group will be able to upload relevant information and meeting documents, including also an events calendar.

The ILO created a workspace for the working group on SPF on the GESS (Global Extension of Social Security) website. The workspace can be used as a space where the members of the group can easily find information related to the activities of the group (meeting minutes, publications, information about upcoming workshops and other events). The two portals can coexist, as they serve two different functions: the UN in Indonesia intranet is for exclusively internal use, while the GESS website is also a knowledge sharing platform that aims to facilitate the exchange of information and ideas at international level. Each website should include a link to the other one.

6. AOB

The group agreed to have an extra meeting at the end of February/beginning of March, when the UNDP consultant working on a scoping mission on social protection as well as the UN Women consultant (see point 2) will be both in Jakarta. The date of the meeting is subject to the availability of the consultants.
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
